- Jan Akam Director 

     Leaid Zeyoe received Christ as his Savior in 1967.  His first grade teacher ex-

plained the Gospel to him and then he prayed at the foot of her desk.  He married 

Becky in 1983.  He completed Children’s Ministry Institute® training for Child Evangel-

ism Fellowship® in 1987.  He began serving in CEF full time around that time.  Leaid and 

Becky have 4 biological children ages 17 to 25.  They have taken 5 other children into 

their home. 

     As National Director of Liberia, Leaid promotes, recruits, and trains workers.  He 

helps plan and supervise the various ministries which include Good News Clubs®, other 

Good News Clubs held on radio and TV, camps, Bible classes in schools, and Vacation 

Bible Schools. Leaid and Becky and their family live at Camp Bethesda, located 13 miles 

east of Monrovia in Liberia. 

     Washington State is raising financial support for the remodeling of Camp Be-

thesda’s six dormitories.  CEF of Liberia plans to use these facilities to host local and 

regional conferences. To meet the required standard, they need to improve bathrooms, 

wall partitions, floor tiles, the roofing, etc. The estimated cost for this project is
